CANOPY MOUNTING
1.Install the mounting plate to a sturdy mounting surface. 
2.Tighten the 4screws.(FIG.1-a)；the Safety Harness must be connected onto one screw.
3.Connect the wires correctly.
4.Slide the fixture horizontally into the 2 card slots of the mounting plate.
5.Tighten the 2 screws on the fixture side.

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PENDANT MOUNTING
1. Feed fixture wires through the Pendent Pipe.
2. Mount the Pendant Pipe into top nut of the fixture.

WIRING
WARNING: Before Wring, Make certain the input voltage is correct!
1. Connect the black fixture lead to the (+) LINE supply lead.
2. Connect the white fixture lead to the (-) COMMON supply lead.
3. Connect the GROUND wire from fixture to supply ground
0-10V DIMMABLE WIRING

4. Connect the purple fixture lead to the (V+) DIM lead.
5. Connect the Pink(Gray) fixture lead to the (V-) DIM lead.
6. Cap the Vaux 12V fixture lead, if present. Do NOT connect.

Pendant Pipe
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TROUBLESHOOTING
1. Check that the line voltage at fixture is correct. Refer to wiring directions.
2. Is the fixture grounded properly?

CLEANING & MAINTENANCE
CAUTION: Be sure fixture temperature is cool enough to Touch. Do not clean or maintain while fixture is
Energized.
1. Clean lens & fixture with non-abrasive glass cleaning solution.
2. Do not open fixture to clean the LED. Do not touch the LED
